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Anketa o dohotku stanovniStva istraZivanje je na kojem se temelji
izratun pokazatelja siromastva i socijalne isklju¢enosti za Republiku
Hrvatsku. Provedba Ankete uskladena je s uredbama EU-a i
Eurostatovom metodologijom propisanima za istrazivanje EU-SILC
(Statistics on Income and Living Conditions). lIstrazivanje SILC, na
razini EU-a, obvezatno je istrazivanje i referentni izvor podataka za
pratenje statistike dohotka, siromastva i socijalne isklju¢enosti.
Istrazivanje provode sve zemlje €lanice redovito u godisSnjoj periodici.

Pokazatelji se temelje na konceptu relativnhog siromastva koji uzima u
obzir raspolozivi dohodak kuéanstva, broj ¢lanova u kuéanstvu (veli¢inu
kuc¢anstva) i distribuciju dohotka unutar populacije. Osnovni je
pokazatelj stopa rizika od siromastva. To je postotak osoba koje imaju
raspolozivi ekvivalentni dohodak ispod praga rizika od siromastva.
Stopa rizika od siromastva ne pokazuje koliko je osoba stvarno
siromasno, nego koliko njih ima dohodak ispod praga rizika od
siromastva. Prag rizika od siromastva postavljen je na 60% od srednje
vrijednosti (medijana) ekvivalentnoga raspolozivog dohotka svih osoba.

Prema podacima Ankete, stopa rizika od siromastva u 2019. iznosila je
18,3%.

Prag rizika od siromastva u 2019. za jednoc¢lano ku¢anstvo iznosio je
32 520 kuna na godinu, dok je za kucanstvo s dvije odrasle osobe i
dvoje djece mlade od 14 godina iznosio 68 292 kune na godinu.

The Survey on Income and Living Conditions is the basis for the
calculation of the indicators of poverty and social exclusion for the
Republic of Croatia. The implementation of the Survey is in line with EU
regulations and Eurostat's methodology for the EU-SILC Survey. At the
EU level, SILC is an obligatory survey and a reference data source for
the monitoring of income, poverty and social exclusion statistics. SILC
is carried out in all Member States on a regular annual basis.

The indicators are based on the concept of relative poverty, which takes
into consideration the household disposable income, the number of
household members (household size) and the income distribution within
the population. The main indicator is the at-risk-of-poverty rate, which
represents a percentage of persons with the equivalised total
disposable income below the at-risk-of-poverty threshold. The at-risk-of-
poverty rate does not show the actual number of poor people, but rather
how many of them have an income below the at-risk-of-poverty
threshold. The at-risk-of-poverty threshold is determined as 60% of the
middle value (median) of the equivalised disposable income of all
persons.

According to the Survey data, the at-risk-of-poverty rate in 2019 was
18.3%.

The at-risk-of-poverty threshold for a one-person household
amounted to 32 520 kuna per year in 2019, while for a household
consisting of two adults and two children younger than 14, it was 68 292
kuna per year.

Pokazatelj Osobe u riziku od siromastva ili socijalne iskljucenosti
odnosi se na one osobe koje su u riziku od siromastva ili su u teskoj
deprivaciji ili zive u ku¢anstvima s niskim intenzitetom rada. Prema tom
pokazatelju za 2019., u Republici Hrvatskoj u takvu je polozaju bilo
23,3% osoba.

Stopa teSke materijalne deprivacije prikazuje postotak osoba koje
Zive u kuéanstvima koja si ne mogu priustiti najmanje Cetiri od devet
stavaka materijalne deprivacije i u 2019. iznosila je 7,3%.

Pokazatelj Osobe koje zive u kuéanstvima s vrlo niskim
intenzitetom rada odnosi se na one osobe (u dobi od 0 do 59 godina)

koje Zive u kucanstvima Ciji je intenzitet rada manji od 0,2 i u 2019.
iznosio je 9,2%.

Usporedba osnovne stope rizika od siromastva i stope rizika od
siromastva prije socijalnih transfera pokazuje da izuzimanje
socijalnih transfera iz dohotka utje€e na poveéanje postotka osoba koje
su u riziku od siromastva s osnovnih 18,3% na stopu od 24,3%. Ako se
iz dohotka izuzmu i socijalni transferi i mirovine, tada stopa rizika od
siromastva iznosi 41,0%.

Stopa rizika od siromastva odredena prema pragu rizika od
siromastva iz 2012. jest pokazatelj koji uzima u obzir promjene u
tro8kovima zivota i izracunana je na temelju deflacioniranog praga rizika
od siromastva iz 2012. Ta je stopa u 2019. iznosila 10,6% i upucuje na
manji broj osoba u riziku od siromastva u 2019. u odnosu na 2012,
kada je stopa rizika od siromastva iznosila 20,4%.

Prosjek raspolozivog dohotka po ku¢anstvu iznosio je 105 932 kune
u 2019, dok je prosjek ekvivalentnoga raspolozivog dohotka
iznosio 60 009 kuna.

The People at risk of poverty or social exclusion indicator refers to
persons who are at risk of poverty, or severely deprived, or living in a
household with a low work intensity. According to this indicator for 2019,
there were 23.3% of persons in that position in the Republic of Croatia.

The severe material deprivation rate presents the percentage of
persons who live in households that cannot afford at least four of nine
deprivation items and in 2019, it was 7.3%.

The People living in households with very low work intensity
indicator refers to persons (aged 0 — 59) living in households with a
work intensity lower than 0.2. In 2019, it amounted to 9.2%.

The comparison between the standard at-risk-of-poverty rate and the
at-risk-of-poverty rate before social transfers shows that the
exclusion of social transfers from the income caused an increase in the
percentage of persons at risk of poverty, from the standard 18.3% rate
to the 24.3% rate. When both social transfers and pensions had been
excluded from the income, the at-risk-of-poverty rate reached 41.0%.

At-risk-of-poverty rate established according to the at-risk-of
-poverty threshold from 2012 is an indicator that takes into account
the changes in the costs of living and has been calculated on the basis
of deflated at-risk-of-poverty threshold from 2012. That rate amounted
to 10.6% in 2019 and implies that a smaller number of people were at
risk of poverty in 2019 than in 2012, when the at-risk-of-poverty rate
was 20.4%.

Average disposable income per household was 105 932 kuna in
2019, while the average equivalised disposable income amounted to
60 009 kuna.

The material deprivation rate presents the percentage of persons who
live in households that cannot afford, exclusively due to lack of financial
resources, at least three of nine deprivation items. The material
deprivation rate in 2019 for the Republic of Croatia was 19.6%.

The intensity of material deprivation indicates the mean number of
material deprivation items per person, which amounted to 3.6 in 2019. It
is calculated for persons who cannot afford at least three of nine
deprivation items.

Kvintilni omjer (S80/S20) jest pokazatelj dohodovne nejednakosti koji
mjeri odnos izmedu petoga i prvoga kvintila distribucije dohotka, tj.
odnos ukupnoga ekvivalentnog dohotka 20% populacije s najveéim
dohotkom i ukupnoga ekvivalentnog dohotka 20% populacije s
najmanjim dohotkom. U 2019. taj je pokazatelj iznosio 4,8, Sto znaci da
je 20% stanovnisStva s najviSim ekvivalentnim raspolozivim dohotkom
primalo 4,8 puta veéi dohodak od 20% stanovniStva s najnizim
ekvivalentnim raspolozivim dohotkom.

Ginijev koeficijent jest mjera nejednakosti raspodjele dohotka i u

rizika od siromastva te je u 2019. iznosio 26,2%.

RasprSenost oko praga rizika od siromastva prikazuje postotak
osoba koje su u riziku od siroma$tva u sluaju kada je prag rizika
postavljen na 40%, 50% i 70% medijana ekvivalentnog dohotka. Stopa
rizika od siromastva u 2019. iznosila je 7,2% ako je prag postavljen na
40% medijana, 12,2% ako je prag postavljen na 50% medijana i 25,6%
ako je prag postavljen na 70% medijana ekvivalentnog dohotka.

Prema statusu stanovanja stopa rizika od siromastva u 2019. bila je
veca za stanare i iznosila je 22,2%, nego za vlasnike stana, za koje je
iznosila 18,2%.

U tablici 9. prikazana je usporedba izmedu viSe pokazatelja siromastva
za zemlje EU-a i Republiku Hrvatsku za 2019. Svi pokazatelji izracunani
su iz podataka statistickog istrazivanja o dohotku i zivotnim uvjetima
kuéanstava (EU-SILC).

The quintile share ratio (S80/S20) is an indicator of income inequality
and it measures the ratio in the top and bottom quintiles. It represents
the ratio between the total equivalised income of the 20% of population
with the highest income and the 20% of population with the lowest
income. This ratio reached 4.8 in 2019, which means that 20% of the
population with the highest equivalised disposable income received 4.8
times as much income as 20% of the population with the lowest
equivalised disposable income.

Gini coefficient is a measure of income inequality distribution and in
2019 it was 29.2%. If there were a perfect equality, that is, if each
person received the same income, the Gini coefficient would be 0%.
The closer to 100% the value is, the greater the income inequality.

The relative at-risk-of-poverty gap is the difference between the
at-risk-of-poverty threshold and the equivalised income median of
persons below the at-risk-of-poverty threshold. In 2019, it was 26.2%.

The dispersion around the at-risk-of-poverty threshold indicates the
percentage of persons at the risk of poverty in case when the at-risk-of
-poverty threshold is set at 40%, 50% and 70% of the equivalised
income medians. In 2019, the at-risk-of-poverty rate was 7.2% for the
threshold set at 40% of the median, 12.2% for the threshold set at 50%
of the median and 25.6% for the threshold set at 70% of the equivalised
income median.

The at-risk-of-poverty rate by tenure status in 2019 was higher for
tenants, amounting to 22.2%, than for owners or rent-free occupants,
for which that rate amounted to 18.2%.

The comparison of the poverty indicators for EU countries and for the
Republic of Croatia in 2019 is given in table 9. All indicators were
calculated on the basis of data collected in the EU-SILC Survey.

Usporedba nekih pokazatelja siromastva, prema raspolozivim podacima
za 2019. medu zemljama Europske unije, navedenima u tablici 9.,
pokazuje sljedece:

najviSu stopu rizika od siromastva imala je Rumunjska (23,8%) potom
Letonija (22,9%), Bugarska (22,6%), Estonija (21,7%), Spanjolska
(20,7%) i Litva (20,6%), gdje je viSe od petine stanovnistva imalo
ekvivalentan ukupni raspolozivi dohodak ispod praga rizika od
siromastva. U Hrvatskoj je stopa siromastva iznosila 18,3%.

najnize stope rizika od siromastva zabiljezene su u Ceskoj (10,1%),

The comparison of some poverty indicators, according to data available
for 2019 between the EU countries, given in table 9., shows that:

- The highest at-risk-of-poverty rates were recorded in Romania
(23.8%), followed by Latvia (22.9%), Bulgaria (22.6%), Estonia
(21.7%), Spain (20.7%) and Lithuania (20.6%), where more than a
fifth of the country’s population had an equivalised total disposable
income below the at-risk-of-poverty threshold. In Croatia, the at-risk-
of-poverty rate amounted to 18.3%.

- The lowest at-risk-of-poverty rates were recorded in the Czech
Republic (10.1%), Finland (11.6%), Slovenia (12.0%), Hungary
(12.3%) and Denmark (12.5%).

- The most people at risk of poverty or social exclusion were recorded
in Bulgaria (32.5%), Romania (31.2%) and Greece (30.0%), while the
fewest people in such a position were recorded in the Czech
Republic (12.5%), Slovenia (14.4%) and Finland (15.6%). According
to this indicator, there were 23.3% of people at risk of poverty or
social exclusion in Croatia.

- The inequality of income distribution defined by the quintile share
ratio (S80/S20) was the highest in Bulgaria (8.1), Romania (7.1) and
Lithuania (6.4), which indicates that, for example, 20% of the
population in Bulgaria with the highest equivalised disposable income
received 8.1 times as much income as the 20% of the population with
the lowest equivalised disposable income. The indicator of income
inequality distibution for Croatia was 4.8. The lowest inequality of
income distribution was recorded in the Czech Republic (3.3),
Slovenia (3.4) and Finland (3.7).
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METODOLOSKA OBJASNJENJA

lzvor podataka

Pokazatelji siromasStva za Republiku Hrvatsku prikazani u ovom
Priop¢enju izraCunani su iz podataka prikupljenih Anketom o dohotku
stanovni$tva koja je provedena u 2019. (ADS 2019.) Anketa je godis$nje
istrazivanje koje se provodi na uzorku slu¢ajno izabranih privatnih
ku¢anstava. Prema metodologiji ne obuhvaéaju se institucionalna
kuéanstva (domovi, zatvori, bolnice za trajni smjestaj osoba i sli¢no).

Anketom se prikupljaju podaci o bruto i neto dohotku ku¢anstava i svih
¢lanova kucanstava, podaci o obrazovnom statusu osoba, statusu u
aktivnosti i zaposlenosti, brizi o vlastitom zdravlju i najmladim ¢lanovima
ku¢anstva, podaci o financijskome i materijalnom statusu kuéanstva te
podaci o ostalim aspektima Zivotnih uvjeta kucanstava. Anketa o
dohotku stanovnistva uvedena je u statisticki sustav Republike Hrvatske
u 2010. i uskladena je s uredbama EU-a i Eurostatovom metodologijom
propisanima za istrazivanja EU-SILC (Statistics on Income and Living
Conditions). Istrazivanje SILC, na razini EU-a, obvezatno je istrazivanje
i referentni izvor podataka kojim se osigurava pracenje i usporedivost
statistike dohotka, siromastva i socijalne isklju¢enosti.

Prikupljanje podataka

Podaci Ankete prikupljaju se intervjuiranjem izabranih kucanstava
metodom CAPI (Computer-Assisted Personal Interviewing), tj. za unos
podataka koristi se prijenosno racunalo odnosno elektronicki upitnik.
Anketiranje ku¢anstava na terenu provode posebno obuceni anketari.
Njihov rad organizira Drzavni zavod za statistiku koji prikupljene
podatke kontrolira, obraduje i tabelira. Rezultati se objavljuju na
godisnjoj razini.

Referentna razdoblja na koja se odnose podaci definirana su vrstom
podataka koji se prikupljaju. Referentno razdoblje za podatke o
dohotku, koji su najvazniji dio ovog istrazivanja, jest prethodna
kalendarska godina te je stoga za anketu ADS 2019. referentno
razdoblje podataka o dohotku 2018. Za ostale podatke referentno
razdoblje razli¢ito je, npr. prethodni mjesec od trenutka anketiranja,
prethodnih Sest mjeseci, trenutacno, prethodnih 12 mjeseci itd.

Prema Zakonu o sluzbenoj statistici (NN, br. 25/20.), zajaméena je
tajnost svih podataka koje ispitanici daju o sebi i ¢lanovima svoga
ku¢anstva. Prikupljeni podaci upotrebljavaju se isklju¢ivo za statistiCke
svrhe i objavljuju u agregiranom obliku.

Definicije

Kuéanstvo je svaka obiteljska ili druga zajednica osoba koje zajedno
stanuju i zajednicki troSe svoje prihode za podmirivanje osnovnih
Zivotnih potreba (stanovanje, hrana i drugo). Kuéanstvom se smatra i
svaka osoba koja zivi sama (jedno¢lano kuéanstvo).

Ukupan raspolozivi dohodak kuéanstva jest ukupan novéani neto
dohodak koji je primilo kuéanstvo i svi njegovi ¢Elanovi tijekom
referentnog razdoblja koje je prethodna godina. Ukupan dohodak
obuhvaca dohodak od nesamostalnog rada, dohodak od samostalnog
rada, dohodak od imovine, mirovine, socijalne transfere te ostale
nové&ane primitke koje kucanstvo prima od osoba izvan ku¢anstva.

Ekvivalentni raspolozivi dohodak ratuna se tako da se ukupan
raspolozivi dohodak kuéanstva podijeli s ekvivalentnom veli¢Ginom
kuéanstva izraGunanom prema modificiranoj OECD-ovoj ljestvici, prema
kojoj se nositelju kucanstva dodjeljuje koeficijent 1, svakoj drugoj
odrasloj osobi u kuéanstvu od 14 godina i starijoj osobi koeficijent 0,5, a
djeci mladoj od 14 godina koeficijent 0,3. Postupak se primjenjuje zbog
odredivanja ravnomjernijeg udjela svakog ¢lana kuéanstva u stjecanju
zajednickog prihoda.

Prag rizika od siromastva utvrduje se tako da se za sva kucanstva
izracuna ekvivalentan dohodak po ¢lanu kuéanstva. Zatim se utvrduje
srednja vrijednost (medijan) distribucije dohotka i 60% od izraGunane
srednje vrijednosti €ini prag rizika od siromastva. Osobe ¢iji je dohodak
ispod praga u veéem su riziku od siromastva od ostalih, ali ne Zive

nuzno u oskudici. Prag rizika od siromas$tva iskazuje se u kunama.

NOTES ON METHODOLOGY

Data source

The poverty indicators for the Republic of Croatia presented in this First
Release were calculated by using data collected in the Statistics on
Income and Living Conditions, which was carried out in 2019 (SILC
2019). It is an annual survey that is carried out on the random sample of
private households. According to the methodology, institutional
households (such as homes, prisons, hospitals for the permanent
accommodation of patients etc.) are not covered.

The survey collects data on gross and net income of households and all
household members, data on education status of persons, activity
status and employment, health care and childcare, data on financial and
material status of households and data on other aspects of living
standards of households. The Statistics on Income and Living
Conditions was introduced in the statistical system of Republic of
Croatia in 2010 and is in line with EU regulations and Eurostat's
methodology for the EU-SILC survey. On the EU level, the SILC is an
obligatory survey and presents a reference data source that provides
for the monitoring and comparability of the income, poverty and social
exclusion statistics.

Data collection

Data are collected by using the CAPI method (the Computer-Assisted
Personal Interviewing), which is done by using a personal computer for
data entry, that is, the electronic questionnaire. The field work is carried
out by educated interviewers and their work is organised by the
Croatian Bureau of Statistics, which further controls and processes the
data and prepares tables. The results of the survey are published at the
annual level.

Reference periods to which data refer are defined by type of collected
data. The reference period for income data, the most important part of
this survey, is the previous calendar year, which makes the year 2018
the reference period for the SILC 2019 survey on income data. For
other data, the reference period is different, for example, the previous
month from the time of the interview, previous 6 months, current period,
previous 12 months etc.

According to the Official Statistical Act (NN, No. 25/20), the
confidentiality of all personal data on the household and its members
given by respondents is guaranteed. The collected data are used solely
for statistical purposes and they are published at the aggregate level.

Definitions

Household is every family or other community of individuals who live
together and jointly spend their income in order to meet the basic
existential needs (accommodation, food, etc.). A household is also
considered every person who lives alone (one-person household).

Total disposable income of a household is the total net income
received by household and all its members during the reference period,
which is the previous year. It includes the income from paid
employment, the income from self-employment, the property income,
pension, social transfers and other receipts received from persons who
are not household members.

Equivalised disposable income is calculated in a way that the total
disposable household income is divided by equivalised household size
calculated according to the modified OECD scale, in which the
household head is given coefficient 1, every other adult aged 14 and
over is given coefficient 0.5 and every child under 14 years of age is
given coefficient 0.3. This procedure is applied in order to allot equal
share to each member with respect to joint earnings.

The at-risk-of-poverty threshold is determined by calculating the
equivalised income per household member for all households. After
that, the middle value (median) of the income distribution is determined
and 60% of the median is determined as the risk-of-poverty threshold.
Persons with the income below the threshold are at higher risk of
poverty than others, but do not necessarily live in deprivation. The at-
risk-of-poverty threshold is presented in kuna.
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Stopa rizika od siromastva kao standardni pokazatelj jest postotak
osoba koje imaju ekvivalentan raspolozivi dohodak ispod praga rizika
od siromastva.

Stopa rizika od siromastva odredena prema pragu rizika od
siromastva 2012. jest postotak osoba Ciji je ekvivalentan raspolozivi
dohodak u 2019. ispod praga rizika od siromastva 2012. koji je

uskladen sa stopom inflacije.

Osobe u riziku od siromastva ili socijalne isklju¢enosti pokazatelj je
koji €ine osobe (postotak osoba u ukupnoj populaciji) koje su u riziku od
siromastva ili u teSkoj materijalnoj deprivaciji (oskudici) ili zive u
kuéanstvu s vrlo niskim intenzitetom rada.

Stopa rizika od siromastva prije socijalnih transfera izracunava se
tako da se pri definiranju dohotka izuzmu socijalni transferi te mirovine.
Pokazatelj se upotrebljava u kombinaciji s osnovhom stopom rizika od
siromastva radi mjerenja utjecaja socijalnih transfera na rizik od
siromastva.

Nacionalna klasifikacija prostornih jedinica za statistiku 2012.
(NKPJS 2012.) statisticki je standard koji se koristi za prikupljanje,
upisivanje, obradu, analizu i diseminaciju podataka regionalne statistike
prema razinama prostorne podjele Republike Hrvatske. Prostorne
jedinice za statistiku 2. razine jesu Jadranska Hrvatska i Kontinentalna
Hrvatska.

Jadranska Hrvatska obuhvaca sliedece Zupanije: Primorsko-goransku,
Licko-senjsku, Zadarsku, Sibensko-kninsku, Splitsko-dalmatinsku,
Istarsku i Dubrovacko-neretvansku.

Kontinentalna Hrvatska obuhvaca sljede¢e zupanije: Grad Zagreb,
Zagrebacka zupaniju, Krapinsko-zagorsku, Varazdinsku, Koprivni¢ko-
krizevacku, Medimursku, Bjelovarsko-bilogorsku, Viroviticko-podravsku,
PozeSko-slavonsku, Brodsko-posavsku, Osjec¢ko-baranjsku,
Vukovarsko-srijemsku, Karlovacku i Sisacko-moslavacku.

Stopa rizika od siromastva prema najéeséem statusu u aktivnosti
izracunana je za osobe u dobi od 18 i viSe godina prema najceSc¢em
statusu aktivnosti u referentnom razdoblju. NajéeSéi status aktivnosti
osobe jest onaj status u kojem je osoba provela najmanje sedam
mjeseci tijekom referentnog razdoblja.

Intenzitet rada kuc¢anstva jest odnos izmedu ukupnog broja mjeseci u
kojima su svi radno sposobni ¢lanovi ku¢anstva radili u referentnom
razdoblju i ukupnog broja mjeseci koje su ti isti ¢lanovi kucanstva
teoretski mogli raditi u tome istom razdoblju. Radno sposobna osoba
jest osoba u dobi od 18 do 59 godina, s time da se isklju€uju studenti u
dobnoj skupini izmedu 18 i 24 godine.

Intenzitet rada definira se kao: vrlo niski (0 — 0,2), niski (0,2 — 0,45),
srednji (0,45 — 0,55), visoki (0,55 — 0,85) i vrlo visoki (0,85 — 1). Vrlo
niski intenzitet rada odnosi se na kuc¢anstva u kojima niti jedan ¢lan
kuéanstva ne radi ili radi vrlo malo odnosno radno sposobni ¢lanovi
rade 20% i manje od 20% ukupnog broja mjeseci u kojima su mogli
raditi u referentnom razdoblju.

Uzdrzavano dijete uklju¢uje sve osobe ispod 18 godina kao i osobe u
dobi od 18 do 24 godine koje zive s barem jednim roditeljem i
ekonomski su neaktivne.

Kuéanstva koja nisu u moguénosti priustiti si tjedan dana
godiSnjeg odmora izvan kuée odnosi se na ona kuc¢anstva koja svim
svojim ¢lanovima ne mogu priustiti, iskljuéivo iz financijskih razloga,
odlazak na tjedan dana godiSnjeg odmora izvan doma. Odmor kod
prijatelja ili rodbine, odmor s besplatnim smjestajem ili odmor u vlastitoj
vikendici, ku¢i za odmor i sl. smatra se odlaskom na godinji odmor.
Ako bar jedan ¢lan kuéanstva iz financijskih razloga nije u mogucnosti
otici na godiSnji odmor, smatra se da je cijelo kucanstvo u
nemogucnosti oti¢i na godisSnji odmor. Ako kucanstvo posuduje novac
od banke, prijatelja, rodbine i sl. kako bi platilo odlazak na godiSnji
odmor, smatra se kao da je pla¢eno iz vlastitih sredstava.

Kuéanstva koja nisu u moguénosti priustiti si svaki drugi dan
obrok koji sadrzava meso, piletinu, ribu ili vegetarijanski
ekvivalent odnosi se na ona kucanstva koja si ne mogu iskljucivo iz
financijskih razloga priustiti obrok koji sadrzava meso, piletinu, ribu ili
vegetarijanski ekvivalent svaki drugi dan.

At-risk-of-poverty rate s the percentage of persons with the
equivalised disposable income below the at-risk-of-poverty threshold.

At-risk-of-poverty rate established according to the at-risk-of
-poverty threshold from 2012 is defined as the percentage of persons
whose equivalised disposable income in 2019 was below the at-risk-of
-poverty threshold in 2012, which has been adjusted for inflation.

People at risk of poverty or social exclusion is an indicator that
represents persons (as percentage of persons in total population) who
are at risk of poverty or severely materially deprived or living in a
household with very low work intensity.

The at-risk-of-poverty rate before social transfers is calculated by
excluding social transfers and pensions when defining an income. This
indicator is used in combination with a standard at-risk-of-poverty rate in
order to evaluate the impact of social transfers on the risk of poverty.

The common classification of territorial units for statistics (NUTS)
is a statistical standard used for collection, entering, processing,
analysis and dissemination of regional statistics according to the spatial
distribution levels of the Republic of Croatia. Spatial units for statistics
at NUTS 2 level are Adriatic Croatia and Continental Croatia.

Adriatic  Croatia encompasses_ the following counties: Primorje
-Gorski kotar, Lika-Senj, Zadar, Sibenik-Knin, Split-Dalmatia, Istria and
Dubrovnik-Neretva.

Continental Croatia encompasses the following counties: the City of
Zagreb, Zagreb, Krapina-Zagorje, VaraZdin, Koprivnica-KriZzevci,
Medimurje, Bjelovar-Bilogora, Virovitica Podravina, Pozega-Slavonia,
Slavonski Brod-Posavina, Osijek-Baranja, Vukovar-Sirmium, Karlovac
and Sisak-Moslavina.

At-risk-of-poverty rate by most frequent activity status is calculated
for persons aged 18 years and over according to the prevailing activity
status in a reference period. The prevailing activity status of a person is
the status which a person had for at least seven months in the
reference period.

The work intensity of a household is the ratio of the total number of
months that all working-age household members have worked during
the income reference year and the total number of months the same
household members theoretically could have worked in the same
period. A working-age person is a person aged 18 — 59 years, with the
exclusion of students in the 18 — 24 age group.

The work intensity is defined as: very low (0 — 0.2), low (0.2 — 0.45),
medium (0.45 — 0.55), high (0.55 — 0.85) and very high (0.85 — 1). Very
low work intensity refers to the situation of persons living in households
where nobody works (or work very little), meaning that working-age
household members work 20% or even less than the total number of
months they could have worked in a referent period.

Dependent children include all persons aged below 18 as well as
persons aged 18 to 24 years, living with at least one parent and
economically inactive.

Inability to afford a one-week annual holiday away from home
refers to households that cannot afford a one-week annual holiday
away from home to its members due to financial difficulties. Holidays
that include staying with friends or relatives, charge-free
accommodation in their own cottage, summer house eftc. is considered
a vacation. If just one household member cannot go on holiday due to
financial difficulties, it is considered that the whole household is unable
to go on holiday. If a household borrow money from bank, friends,
relatives etc. to pay a holiday, it is considered as it is payed from own
resources.

Inability to afford a meal with meat, chicken, fish or vegetarian
equivalent every second day refers to households that cannot afford a
meal with meat, chicken, fish or vegetarian equivalent every second day
solely due to financial difficulties.
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Kuéanstva koja nisu u moguénosti platiti neoéekivani financijski
izdatak odnosi se na ona kuc¢anstva koja nisu u moguénosti podmiriti
neocekivani financijski izdatak iskljucivo iz vlastitih sredstava bez da se
dodatno zaduzuju. Neocekivani financijski izdatak jest mjesecni iznos
praga rizika od siromastva za samacko kuc¢anstvo u prethodnoj godini
te je za 2019. iznosio 2 350 kuna. Pod dodatnim zaduZivanjem
podrazumijeva se da kucanstvo ne treba traziti financijsku pomo¢ od
drugih (banke, prijatelja i sl.) te da ne dolazi u pitanje podmirivanje
teku¢éih  redovnih  izdataka. = Neocekivani  financijski  izdatak
podrazumijeva, npr. izdatak za popravak nekoga izvanrednoga kvara u
stanu ili zamjenu nekoga trajnog dobra i sl.

Kasnjenje s pla¢anjem obveza (stambenoga kredita, najamnine
racuna za rezije ili potroSackoga kredita) podrazumijeva postotak
osoba koje zive u ku¢anstvima koja su u posljednjih 12 mjeseci neku od
navedenih financijskih obveza platila nakon dana njezina dospije¢a
odnosno dospijeéa racuna na naplatu, iskljucivo zbog financijskih
poteskoca. Placanje stambenoga kredita ili najamnine odnosi se na
stan u kojem kucanstvo zivi. Racuni za rezije podrazumijevaju racune
za struju, vodu, plin, grijanje, odvoz smeca i ostale racune koji su
povezani sa stanom u kojem kucanstvo Zivi. Iznimku Cine racuni za
telefon (fiksni i mobilni) koji se ne smatraju raunom za rezije u ovom
pokazatelju.

Sposobnost spajanja kraja s krajem sposobnost je kucanstva da
redovito podmiruje uobiCajene i nuzne izdatke s obzirom na ukupni
dohodak svih ¢lanova kuc¢anstva. Sposobnost kuéanstva podijeljena je
u Sest razina: vrlo teSko, tesko, s malim teSkoéama, uglavnom lako,
lako i vrlo lako prema kojima se ku¢anstvo izjasnjava.

Stavke materijalne deprivacije jesu:

1) kasnjenje s placanjem najamnine, racuna za rezije, stambenoga
kredita ili potroSackoga kredita

2) nemogucénost kuéanstva da svim ¢lanovima priusti tiedan dana
godisnjeg odmora izvan kuc¢e

3) nemogucnost ku¢anstva da si priusti obrok koji sadrzava meso,
piletinu, ribu ili vegetarijanski ekvivalent svaki drugi dan

4) nemogucnost ku¢anstva da podmiri neocekivani financijski troSak

5) nemoguénost ku¢anstva da si priusti telefon

6) nemoguénost ku¢anstva da si priusti TV u boji

7) nemoguénost ku¢anstva da si priusti perilicu za rublje

8) nemoguénost ku¢anstva da si priusti automobil

9) nemogucnost ku¢anstva da si priusti adekvatno grijanje u
najhladnijim mjesecima.

Relativni jaz rizika od siromastva jest razlika izmedu praga rizika od
siromastva i medijana ekvivalentnog dohotka osoba koje su ispod praga
rizika od siromastva, a izrazena je kao postotak od praga rizika od
siromastva.

Status stanovanja kuéanstva definira se u odnosu na stambenu
jedinicu u kojoj je kucanstvo Zivjelo u vrijeme provodenja ankete,
odnosno na njihov status vezano za taj stan. U tom smislu razlikuje se
status vlasnika stana i status stanara. Status vlasnika stana
podrazumijeva kucanstva Ciji su €lanovi vlasnici ili suvlasnici stana u
kojem zive, bez obveze ili s obvezom otplate stambenoga kredita ili
obvezom otkupa stana, ili stanari koji ne plaéaju najamninu za stan u
kojem Zive. Status stanara podrazumijeva ona kuéanstva koja plaéaju
punu (trziSnu) najamninu ili snizenu najamninu.

Inability to face unexpected financial expenses refers to households
that cannot pay unexpected financial expenses solely from own
resources and without additional loans. The unexpected financial
expense presents a monthly value of the at-risk-of-poverty threshold for
one-person household in the previous year. In 2019, it amounted to
2 350 kuna. Additional debts imply that the household does not need
any financial help from others (bank, friends etc.) and that it is not an
issue of paying regular ongoing expenses. Unexpected financial
expenses include, for example, expenditure for the repair of an
extraordinary breakdown in the flat or the replacement of a durable
good with a new one, etc.

Being in arrears with mortgage or rent payments, utility bills or hire
purchase implies the percentage of persons living in households that
paid some of these financial liabilities in the last 12 months after the due
date or the due date of the invoice for payment solely due to financial
difficulties. Mortgage or rent payments are related to the main dwelling
of the household. Utility bills are bills for electricity, water, gas, heating,
sewage removal and other bills connected with the dwelling in which the
household lives. The exception are phone bills (fixed or mobile), which
are not considered utility bills within this indicator.

Ability to make ends meet presents the househod's ability to regulary
pay usual and necessary expenses in relation to the total income of all
household members. The ability of the household is divided in the
following six levels according to which the household declares itself:
with great difficulty, with difficulty, with some difficulty, fairly easily,
easily and very easily.

The material deprivation items concerned are the following:

1) being in arrears with mortgage or rent payments, ultility bills, hire
purchase instalments or other loan payments

2) inability to afford a one-week annual holiday away from home

3) inability to afford a meal with meat, chicken, fish or vegetarian
equivalent every second day

4) inability to face unexpected financial expenses
5) inability to afford a telephone

6) inability to afford a colour TV

7) inability to afford a washing machine

8) inability to afford a car

9) inability of the household to pay for keeping its home adequately
warm during the coldest months.

Relative at-risk-of-poverty gap is the difference between the at-risk-of
-poverty threshold and equivalised income median of persons below the
at-risk-of-poverty threshold, expressed as a percentage of the at-risk-of-
poverty threshold.

The tenure status of a household is defined in relation to the housing
unit in which the household was living at the time when the survey was
performed, that is, in relation to their status with regard to that dwelling.
In this respect, there are two different statuses: owner and tenant. The
owner status includes households whose members are either owners or
co-owners of the dwelling in which they live, with or without mortgage or
obligation to repay the dwelling, or tenants that do not pay rent for the
dwelling in which they live. The tenant status includes households that
pay full (market) rent or reduced rent for the dwelling.
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Nacrt i veli¢ina uzorka

Anketa o dohotku stanovniStva jest istrazivanje na panelnom uzorku
slu¢ajno izabranih privatnih ku¢anstava. Panelni uzorak podrazumijeva
da izabrana kuc¢anstva ostaju u uzorku Cetiri uzastopne godine te se
tako ponovno anketiraju. Okvir za izbor uzorka stanova nastanjenih
privatnim kuéanstvima u 2019. temeljio se na podacima Popisa
stanovnistva, kucanstava i stanova 2011. godine. Ukupni uzorak ¢inilo
je 12 226 kucéanstava. U izabranom uzorku za 2019. uspje$no je
anketirano 7 880 kucanstava, a stopa odgovora na razini ku¢anstva
iznosila je 69,21%.

Design and sample size

The SILC survey is a panel sample survey of randomly chosen private
households. The panel sample implies that selected households remain
in the sample for four consecutive years and that they are repeatedly
interviewed. The sample frame used in 2019 for the selection of
dwellings occupied by private households was based on the Census of
Population, Households and Dwellings in 2011. The total sample
consisted of 12 226 households. The sample selected for 2019
consisted of 7 880 successfully interviewed private households and the
response rate at the household level was 69.21%.
